COMPTON - The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) will close lanes
and ramps for the High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV or carpool) lane reconstruction and
pavement replacement project on the Artesia Freeway (SR-91), from the Harbor
Freeway (I-110) to Lakewood Boulevard. One lane will remain open to traffic at all
times.
