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Use only in areas where burning is still permitted AND when the District fully justifies the necessity for burning.

5‑1.__  OPEN BURNING OF WASTE MATERIAL

Open burning of waste material shall conform to the provisions in Section 7‑1.01F, "Air Pollution Control," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.
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Material to be disposed of shall not be burned unless the Contractor has obtained a permit to burn combustible material resulting from clearing and grubbing operations from an air pollution control officer of the local or regional authority.  A copy of the permit shall be filed with the Engineer before beginning burning.  Burning shall be conducted in strict conformance with the provisions stipulated in the permit and at times and in such a manner as to prevent the fire from spreading to areas adjoining the right of way.
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In case the burning precedes construction operations, the waste material may be placed in piles in the center of the right of way; otherwise, the waste material shall be placed in piles in the most convenient location at the side of the right of way and beyond slope lines where the waste material may be burned without damage to the surrounding forest cover or adjacent property.
