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Use for bare earth applications without fiber or seed.

Limit use of this SSP to project conditions that require prescriptive erosion control measures.  Examples can be local permit requirements, specified mitigation measures, unique site conditions or environmentally sensitive areas located within the limits of construction.

Consider using SSP 07-350 or SSP 07–380 as an alternative.

Clearly designate on the plans areas to which temporary soil stabilizer is to be applied.  Insert in Section 10-1.  DO NOT USE in Section 10‑2.

10‑1.__  TEMPORARY SOIL STABILIZER

Temporary soil stabilizer shall be applied at the locations shown on the plans and in conformance with these special provisions.
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Temporary soil stabilizer shall consist of applying soil stabilizer to embankment slopes, excavation slopes and other areas shown on the plans.
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Preparation shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑3.02, "Preparation," of the Standard Specifications.

Attention is directed to "Water Pollution Control" of these special provisions.

MATERIALS

Materials shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑2, "Materials," of the Standard Specifications and the following requirements for soil stabilizers:

5A & 5B.  Use Emulsion Material OR Copolymer Material and delete the Paras 5A & 5B not used.

Emulsion Material

A.
Emulsion material shall consist of a non-ionic pitch and rosin emulsion with a minimum total solids content of 50 percent.  The rosin content shall be a minimum of 26 percent and a maximum of 36 percent of the total solids content.  Emulsion material shall be formulated with a non-ionic emulsifying agent and shall have a minimum shelf life of one year.

B.
Emulsion material shall be formulated specifically for use in erosion control and soil stabilization.  Emulsion material shall be non-corrosive and shall be a water-soluble emulsion that, upon application, cures to a water insoluble binding and cementing agent.

Copolymer Material

A.
Copolymer material shall consist of a co-polymeric compound that contains a minimum of 50 percent solids.  The copolymer compound shall contain an anti-foaming agent, allowing the compound to be mixed within a hydraulic application device to prohibit foaming.  The compound shall contain a color additive which will assist the applicator in the uniform application of the product after mixing with water.

B.
The copolymer shall be readily miscible in water, non-injurious to seed or to animal life, non-flammable, and shall provide surface soil stabilization in various soil classifications without totally inhibiting water infiltration.  When the copolymer is mixed with water and applied to the soil, the copolymer shall not change the pH of the soil more than one pH unit.  The copolymer shall air cure within 36 to 48 hours and must be transparent after drying.
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APPLICATION

Temporary soil stabilizers shall be applied in conformance with Appendix C, CD26A(2) in the Construction Contractors Guide and Specifications of the Caltrans Storm Water Quality Handbooks and as follows:

6A*.  Edit for application rate for soil stabilizer selected.

A.
The application rate for temporary soil stabilizer shall be _______________ kg  {_______________ pounds} of solid per hectare {acres} of surface covered.

B.
Stabilizers miscible in water shall be mixed with additional water at the rate specified by the manufacturer.

C.
Stabilizers shall not be applied during rain or applied to areas with standing water.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Temporary soil stabilizer will be measured and paid for by the kilogram {pound} or tonne {ton} in the same manner specified for stabilizing emulsion in Section 20‑3.06, "Measurement," and Section 20‑3.07, "Payment," of the Standard Specifications.

8*.  Add "Water Pollution Control Program" if SSP 07-340 is used OR "Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan" if SSP 07-345 is used.

Temporary soil stabilizer placed at locations other than as shown on the project plans or directed by the Engineer, in conformance with the Contractor's __________________________ will not be measured and will be paid for as specified in "Water Pollution Control" of these special provisions.

No adjustment of compensation will be made for any increase or decrease in the quantities of temporary soil stabilizer required, regardless of the reason for the increase or decrease.  The provisions in Section 4‑1.03B, "Increased or Decreased Quantities," of the Standard Specifications shall not apply to temporary soil stabilizer.
