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Use for miscellaneous usable waterways not provided for by agreement.

Note:  Check for other agreements or agency controlling navigation.  U.S. Coast Guard generally controls navigable waterways at bridges.  U.S. Dept of Army controls certain improved waterways, regarding dredging, buoys, and construction but does not control navigation.

Construction bridges, embankments, falsework, or other temporary work constructed by the Contractor within the limits of the usable channel of _________________________________ shall be provided with one opening for the passage of small boats.  The opening shall have a horizontal clearance of not less than 6.1 m {20 feet} measured normal to the direction of flow and a vertical clearance of not less than 2.4 m {8 feet} measured from the normal water elevation.  The opening and the approach channels shall be marked in conformance with the requirements of the California Administrative Code, Title 14, Division 4, Department of Navigation and Ocean Development, Waterway Marking System, Sacramento, California.
