REMOVE EXISTING IRRIGATION FACILITIES

Existing irrigation facilities where shown on the plans to be removed, shall be removed.  Facilities that are more than 150 mm {6 inches} below finished grade, excluding facilities to be salvaged, may be abandoned in place.
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Immediately after disconnecting an existing irrigation facility to be removed or abandoned from an existing facility to remain, the remaining facility shall be capped or plugged, or shall be connected to a new or existing irrigation facility.

Paras 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7:  Use only when items are to be salvaged.

3.* List the items to be salvaged below.  NOTE:  Nozzle lines shall not be salvaged unless approved by the District Maintenance office.

Existing _________________________, where shown on the plans to be removed, shall be salvaged.
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The Engineer shall be given written notification of the intent to salvage existing irrigation facilities a minimum of 72 hours prior to salvaging these facilities.

5*.  Use when address of the location where salvaged facilities are to be delivered is known, or insert "the Engineer" when salvaged facilities are to be delivered to the Engineer at the project site.  Delete Para 6 when Para 5 is used.

Salvaged irrigation facilities shall remain the property of the State and shall be delivered to ________________________________.

6.  Use when location for storing salvaged facilities outside the project limits is not known.  Include funds in the Engineer's Estimate under Supplemental Work for transporting materials to a stockpile site outside the project limits.  Delete Para 5 when Para 6 is used.

Salvaged irrigation facilities shall remain the property of the State and shall be stockpiled at a site within the project limits determined by the Engineer.  If salvaged materials are subsequently relocated and stockpiled at a site outside the project limits, as determined by the Engineer, the cost of transporting the material outside the project limits will be paid for as extra work as provided in Section 4‑1.03D, "Extra Work," of the Standard Specifications.

7*.  Delete last sentence when nozzle lines are not to be salvaged.

A list of salvaged facilities, including the quantity and size of each item salvaged, shall be included with each delivery.  Nozzle lines shall not be listed.
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Facilities to be removed, excluding facilities to be salvaged, shall be disposed of in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.
