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Use on Highway Planting projects only.  Use for island paving, pathways, etc. and when NO structural section is required.  Pay for this asphalt concrete by the square meter {square yard}.  Use this SSP with Para 8 of SSP 20-180.

10‑1.__  ASPHALT CONCRETE

Asphalt concrete shall be placed at the locations shown on the plans in conformance with these special provisions and shall conform to the following:

A.
Asphalt concrete shall be produced at a central mixing plant.

B.
Paving asphalt and aggregates shall be commercial quality.

C.
The amount of asphalt binder to be mixed with the aggregate shall be between 5 percent and 10 percent by mass of the dry aggregate.  The exact amount will be determined by the Engineer.

D.
Aggregate shall have a Sand Equivalent value of not less than 30.

1E*.  Modify if a different aggregate size or type of asphalt concrete is required.  Use 12.5-mm {1/2 inch} Maximum grading for Maintenance Vehicle Pullouts.

E.
The aggregate shall conform to the 9.5‑mm {3/8 inch} Maximum grading specified for Type B asphalt concrete in Section 39‑2.02, "Aggregate," of the Standard Specifications.

F.
A Certificate of Compliance for asphalt concrete shall be furnished to the Engineer in conformance with the provisions in Section 6‑1.07, "Certificates of Compliance," of the Standard Specifications.

Underground irrigation facilities to be installed in areas to receive asphalt concrete surfacing shall be installed prior to the placement of the asphalt concrete surfacing.

3.  Use when soil sterilization is required and include SSP 39–251, otherwise delete.

A soil sterilant shall be applied to areas to receive asphalt concrete.  Soil sterilant, and the application thereof, shall conform to the provisions in "Soil Treatment" of these special provisions.
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Areas to receive asphalt concrete shall be cleared of trash, debris, and vegetation and scarified to a minimum depth of 75 mm {3 inches}.  Rocks and lumps of earth larger than 150 mm {6 inches} in greatest dimension brought to the surface by scarification shall be removed and disposed of.  Trash, debris, and vegetation and other removed material shall be disposed of outside the highway right of way in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.

After scarification, the soil shall be graded to a smooth and even surface, graded to drain, and shall be thoroughly compacted.

6*.  Edit when required.

In areas to receive asphalt concrete, the subgrade adjacent to curbs or header boards shall be graded so that after placement and compaction of the asphalt concrete, the top surface of the asphalt concrete will be flush with the top of curbs and header boards.

7.  Use when header boards are required.  Show size of header boards, stakes, and spacing of stakes on the plans.

Header board lumber shall be construction grade and shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑2.12, "Lumber," and Section 20‑4.04, "Header Boards," of the Standard Specifications.
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Asphalt concrete shall be spread at a temperature of not less than 121°C {250° F}.  Spreading shall be performed by methods that will produce an asphalt concrete surfacing of uniform smoothness, texture, and density.

9.  Use when asphalt concrete thickness is NOT designated on Typical Sections or other details on the plans.

Asphalt concrete shall be placed in one layer to a minimum compacted thickness of 52 mm {0.17‑foot}.
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Asphalt concrete shall be thoroughly compacted by the use of power rollers.  When power rollers cannot be operated in certain areas due to the shape or size of the areas, compaction shall be obtained by hand rollers, impactors or other methods approved by the Engineer.

Asphalt concrete will be measured by the square meter {square yard} in place.

12*.  Edit when required.  Delete "performing soil treatment work," if a soil sterilant is not applied.

The contract price paid per square meter {square yard} for asphalt concrete shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials (including paving asphalt and aggregate), tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in clearing, grading, compacting subgrade, installing header boards, performing soil treatment work, and placing asphalt concrete, complete in place, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
