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Use for special curing requirements.

Use for protective sealing of concrete surfaces.

1*.  Use where:

(1)  The runoff water from a water cure would present a hazard or nuisance to the public on traveled ways, public streets, sidewalks, or similar public facilities.  Consult with the Office of Structure Construction on final selection of location of piers or abutments.

(2)  Uniformity of concrete color and texture is wanted, and staining the concrete surface by runoff water from the water method is unacceptable.

(3)  Investigate high strength concrete requiring more than 400 kilograms {674 pounds} of cement per cubic meter {cubic yard} that may require supplemental water cure to guarantee strength.

(4)  Water is scarce as determined by the District (ref. S5-320).  Inform Structures Estimating so that working days may be adjusted if necessary.

CURING

The formed surfaces which will be exposed in the completed work, of the columns, caps, piers, bents, or abutments listed in the following table shall be cured by the forms-in-place method.  Other surfaces of said units shall be cured in conformance with the provisions in Section 90‑7.03, "Curing Structures," of the Standard Specifications.

2.  Use only when butyl rubber seals are shown on the plans.  Use for protective sealing of concrete surfaces.

Bridge decks which are to be sealed with butyl rubber membrane shall be cured by the water method only.
