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Use when applicable.

10‑3.__  PEDESTRIAN SIGNALS

Lamps for Type A pedestrian signals will be State-furnished in conformance with the provisions in "Materials" of these special provisions.

2.  Use only when Type C or Type G pedestrian signals are specified and include SSP 86-401.

For Type C and Type G pedestrian signals at crossings where the distance from the near curb to the pedestrian signal indication is 18 m {60 feet} or less, the luminance of the UPRAISED HAND symbol shall be 960 cd/m2 {280 foot‑lamberts}, minimum, and the luminance of the WALKING PERSON symbol shall be 3400 cd/m2 {990 foot‑lamberts} minimum.

3.  Use when Type A modification kits are allowed or required.

Pedestrian signal modification kits for Type A pedestrian signals shall be designed to convert an existing pedestrian signal face to the message symbols specified in Section 86-4.06, "Pedestrian Signal Faces," of the Standard Specifications.  The modified signal face shall conform to the provisions in Section 86-4.06A, "Types," of the Standard Specifications.
