Seedlings must be bare root.  At the option of the Contractor, plants of an equivalent size in plant containers may be substituted for bare root seedlings.  Containers made of biodegradable material must not be used.  Plants must be removed from their containers at the time of planting.  If the Contractor elects to furnish plants in containers, the plants will be measured and paid for as Plant (Group S).

Seedling plants must be maintained by the Contractor from the time the seedling plants are planted to the time of acceptance of the contract, provided however, that the contract will not be accepted unless the seedling plants have been satisfactorily maintained for at least ___ working days after planting has been completed.  Weeds within seedling planting areas must be killed before the weeds exceed 2 inches in length.  Removed weeds must be disposed of in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.  At locations where proposed seedling planting areas are 12 feet or more from the edges of biofiltration strips or swales, shoulders, dikes, curbs, sidewalks, fences, and walls, weeds must be controlled by mowing.  The mowing limit must be 6 feet beyond the outer limits of the proposed seedling planting areas.  Weeds must be mowed when weed and seedling plant height exceeds 12 inches.  Weeds must be mowed to a height of 4 inches to 6 inches.
