Ball valves shall be of the same size as the pipeline which the valves serve, unless otherwise noted on the plans.

Ball valves shall be installed in a valve box.

Delete Paras 6 & 7 when Irrigation System Cost Break-Down is used in SSP 20‑201 or 20‑202.  Include "Ball Valve" in the Cost Break‑Down SSP.

6.  Use Paras 6 & 7 when ball valves are paid for as separate contract item.  

The quantity of ball valves will be measured by the unit as determined from actual count in place.

The contract unit price paid for ball valve shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in ball valve, complete in place, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
