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USE WITH 2006 STANDARDS.

Add to SSP 20‑600 for Highway Planting projects.  Use of this SSP requires approval of Headquarters Landscape Architecture.

Include details on the plans.

TRUCK LOADING STANDPIPE

Truck loading standpipes shall be constructed in conformance with the details shown on the plans and the provisions in these special provisions.

2.  Use when SSP 20‑700 is NOT included or when no other reference is made to steel pipe specifications in the Standard Specifications.

Steel pipe, couplings and fittings shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑2.15A, "Steel Pipe," of the Standard Specifications.

3

Truck loading standpipes, including the connections between the standpipes and the supply lines, shall be tested for leakage in conformance with the provisions in Section 20‑5.03H, "Pressure Testing," of the Standard Specifications.

4

Pipe joints and connections shall be threaded unless otherwise shown on the plans.

5

Swivel joints shall be of bronze construction, 90‑degree, ball bearing type.  Bearings shall be repackable.

6.  Use when redwood boxes are required.

Boxes and covers shall be construction grade heart, rough sawn redwood.  Fastening hardware shall be galvanized steel.

7

A 3/4 inch diameter by 6 foot long rubber garden hose, with brass couplings, shall be provided at each standpipe.

8

Drain rock shall be clean, commercial quality, coarse gravel or crushed rock.

9.  Use with Para 10 when truck loading standpipe is a separate contract item.

The quantity of truck loading standpipe will be measured by the unit as determined from actual count in place.

10

The contract unit price paid for truck loading standpipe shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in constructing truck loading standpipes, including connections between the supply lines and standpipes, complete in place, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
