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USE WITH 2006 STANDARDS.

Add to SSP 20‑350.

To comply with Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) wild flower seeding requirements, seed SHALL be California Native Wild Flower species.

Show wild flower seeding areas on the plans with call outs for area measurements in acres or square yards.

Inoculation of legume seed has been eliminated on the recommendations of a study done by the Earth and Soil Sciences Department of Cal Poly State University, San Luis Obispo.  The Report may be viewed at: http://www.dot.ca.gov/hq/LandArch/policy/legume.pdf

WILD FLOWER SEEDING

Wild flower seeding shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑3, "Erosion Control," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

2.  Delete "incorporating commercial fertilizer and" if fertilizer is not used.

Wild flower seeding work shall consist of mowing weeds, scarifying the soil, furnishing and incorporating commercial fertilizer and dry applying native wild flower seed to areas shown on the plans as "Wild Flower Seeding."

3*.  Use if seasonal rains will promote seed growth.

Wild flower seeding materials shall not be applied prior to ____________________ or after ________________.  If wild flower seeding work cannot be performed prior to the start of plant establishment and within the above specified time limit, then the work shall be performed during the plant establishment period when directed by the Engineer.
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Pesticides shall not be used on wild flower seeding areas after the seed has been applied.

5.  Use with SSP 05‑200, "Order of Work," pre-measurement of areas to receive Wild Flower Seeding, otherwise delete Para.

Prior to application the Engineer will designate the ground location of erosion Control (Wild Flower Seeding) in increments of one hectare or smaller for smaller areas by directing the placing of stakes or other suitable markers.  The Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials and transportation required to adequately indicate the various locations.
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Site Preparation

Immediately prior to planting wild flower seeding areas, trash and debris shall be removed, and weeds shall be mowed as close to the ground as possible.  Removal of mowed material will not be required.  After mowing and just prior to seed application, wild flower seeding areas shall be scarified to a minimum depth of one inch.
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Removed trash and debris shall be disposed of outside the highway right of way in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.
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Materials shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑2, "Materials," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.
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Seed

Seed shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑2.10, "Seed," of the Standard Specifications.  Individual seed species shall be measured and mixed in the presence of the Engineer.
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Seed not required to be labeled under the California Food and Agricultural Code shall be tested for purity and germination by a seed laboratory certified by the Association of Official Seed Analysts or by a seed technologist certified by the Society of Commercial Seed Technologists.
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Seed shall contain not more than 1.0 percent total weed seed by weight.  

12*.  Use this Para only on projects of a sensitive nature, e.g. mitigation site, where specific weed seed of major concern are likely to be found in erosion control seed specified.  List a maximum of three.  Do not insert names of "prohibited noxious weeds" listed in Title 3, California Code of Regulations, Section 3854.

Seed shall be free of the following specific weed species: ____________, ____________ and ______________.
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Seed shall be delivered to the job site in unopened separate containers with the seed tag attached so that samples can be taken.  Containers without seed tags attached will not be accepted.  For each seed lot greater than 2 pounds, a sample of approximately one ounce or 0.25 cup of seed will be taken from the seed lot by the Engineer.  

14*.  Insert seed names, germination and application rates in the table. Increase or decrease rows in table as required.  Do NOT edit column headings.  Percent germination shown in the table may be 10 percent less than the published rates.  Do NOT list short-lived seed.  Show an asterisk at the end of botanical name if seed must be produced in California ONLY. Commercial Fertilizer

Commercial fertilizer shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑2.02, "Commercial Fertilizer," of the Standard Specifications and shall have a guaranteed chemical analysis of __ percent nitrogen, __ percent phosphoric acid and __ percent water soluble potash.

Commercial Fertilizer

Watering of wild flower seeding areas will not be required unless directed by the Engineer.  When directed by the Engineer, watering will be paid for as extra work as provided in Section 4‑1.03D,"Extra Work," of the Standard Specifications.
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MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Wild flower seeding will be measured by the square yard or by the acre, whichever is designated in the Engineer's Estimate.  The area will be calculated on the basis of actual or computed slope measurements.

21.  Delete "commercial fertilizer" when commercial fertilizer is not required..

The contract price paid per square yard or acre for wild flower seeding shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in applying wild flower seeding complete in place, including removing trash and debris, mowing weeds, scarifying the soil, and applying commercial fertilizer, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
