Standard Special Provision Update

2006 SSPs used with 2006 Standard Plans:

S5-250, Payments, approved 09-21-07.  This revision includes added language to reduce unbalanced bids for plant establishment work contract item.

07-850, Cooperation, approved 09-21-07.  This revision includes a new table for listing other contracts adjacent to or within the project limits and changes to language style and format.

15-670, Cold Plane Asphalt Concrete Pavement, approved 09-21-07.  This revision includes a correction to US customary format for slopes.

20-041, Erosion Control (Type BFM), approved 09-21-07.  This is a new SSP to be used for areas where the desired level of vegetation is expected in 6 to 12 months.

20-047, Erosion Control, Hydraulic Matrix, approved 09-21-07.  This is a new SSP to be used when the project needs permanent erosion control on slopes that are less than or equal to 2:1 (horizontal to vertical).

20-050, Erosion Control (Drill Seed), approved 09-21-07.  This revision deletes requirements for straw and adds new requirements for compost.

20-056, Compost, Incorporate, approved 09-21-07.  This is a new SSP to be used for revegetation sites of 4:1 (horizontal to vertical) or flatter with severely disturbed soils.

20-080, Rock Blanket, approved 09-21-07.  This revision corrects rock grading sizes.

20-352, Mulch, approved 09-21-07.  This revision includes new requirements for green material.

40-010, Jointed Plain Concrete Pavement, approved 09-21-07.  This revision corrects a unit conversion from metric to US customary and misspelled words.

51-567, Access Gates, approved 09-21-07.  This revision deletes the requirements for diamond pattern on ladder rungs.

56-010, Sign Structures, approved 09-21-07.  This revision includes format changes and a correction for unit conversion from metric to US customary.

59-565, Clean and Thermal Spray Coat Structural Steel, approved 09-21-07.  This is a new SSP for the use of thermal spray coating for the protection of structural steel.

86-031, Maintaining Existing Traffic Management System Elements During Construction, approved 09-21-07.  This revision includes instructions to not require the use of this SSP for Building projects and for those projects that the District's Traffic Operations electrical representative provides an exception.  It also adds an instruction to use a standard supplemental work item.
