At least 90 percent by weight of Class 3 permeable material shall be crushed particles as determined by California Test 205.

Filter fabric for use with permeable material shall conform to the provisions in Section 88-1.02, "Filtration," of the Standard Specifications and the following:

A.
The subgrade and trench to receive the filter fabric, immediately prior to placing, shall conform to the compaction and elevation tolerance specified for the material involved.

B.
Filter fabric shall be handled and placed in conformance with the manufacturer's recommendations.

C.
The fabric shall be aligned and placed in a wrinkle‑free manner.

D.
Within 72 hours after the filter fabric has been placed, the fabric shall be covered with the planned thickness of overlying material as shown on the plans.
