GENERAL

Summary

This work includes constructing concrete base.

2

Comply with Section 40, "Concrete Pavement," of the Standard Specifications.

MATERIALS

3

Concrete base must contain not less than 550 pounds of cementitious material per cubic yard.

CONSTRUCTION

4

You may place concrete base in 2-lane monolithic segments.  A longitudinal joint is not required in the center of this concrete base.

5

Section 40-3.11, "Preliminary Finishing," and Section 40-3.12, "Final Finishing," of the Standard Specifications do not apply to concrete base.

6

Spread and shape concrete base with suitably powered finishing machines supplemented by hand work.  Consolidate the concrete base with high-frequency internal vibrators within 15 minutes of depositing the concrete base.  Perform vibrating across the full paving width.  Do not use vibrators for extensive shifting of concrete base.  Concrete base must be dense and homogeneous across the specified cross section.

7

Construct transverse contraction joints at 30-foot intervals.

8

The concrete base finished surface must not vary more than 1/4 inch from the bottom of a 12-foot long straightedge placed parallel with the center line.

9

Broom the concrete base surface to produce a uniform, rough surface.  Do not broom the surface until the Engineer determines the concrete base has set sufficiently.

10

Begin curing work as soon as free water leaves the concrete base surface, but not later than 3 hours after placing the concrete base.

11

Cure concrete base by applying either a RS1 type or SS1 type asphaltic emulsion under Section 94, "Asphaltic Emulsions," of the Standard Specifications.  Apply curing seal at a rate from 0.15 to 0.25 gallon per square yard.  The Engineer determines the exact application rate.  If you damage applied curing seal, immediately cover the damaged area with additional curing seal at your expense.  Leave the curing seal on the concrete base for when surfacing is placed.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

12

Concrete base is measured and paid for by the cubic yard in the same manner specified for concrete pavement in Section 40-4, "Measurement and Payment," of the Standard Specifications.

13

Asphaltic emulsion (curing seal) is measured by the ton as specified in Section 94, "Asphaltic Emulsions," of the Standard Specifications.

14

The contract item price paid per ton for asphaltic emulsion (curing seal) includes full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in applying asphaltic emulsion (curing seal) as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
