GENERAL

Summary

This work includes preparing and presenting a Biological Resource Information Program to familiarize construction staff with regulated species and related requirements.

A Contractor supplied biologist must prepare and present training to personnel as required in PLACs, regarding regulated species, related laws and regulations, and protection measures.
Submittals

Outline: Within 7 days after contract approval, submit an outline of the Biological Resource Information Program to the Engineer.  Allow ___ days for the Engineer's review.  If the submittal is incomplete, the Engineer will provide comments.  Within 7 days after receiving the Engineer's comments, update and submit the outline to the Engineer.

Schedule: Notify the Engineer of scheduled training classes at least 7 days prior to the first training class.

Attendance List: Provide the Engineer with an attendance list including the printed and signed name of each attendee of the biological resource information program.
