Before starting any staining work, submit proposed methods to control overspray, spillage and protection of adjacent surfaces for approval by the Engineer.  No staining will be allowed prior to approval.

Test plots

Apply stain to a 3 by 3 foot test plot, designated by the Engineer.  Notify the Engineer not less than 5 working days prior to staining the test plot.  Prepare and stain the test plot with the materials and tools, equipment and methods to be used in staining final surfaces.  Separate test plots will be required for staining rock slope protection and native rock.  The Engineer may order additional test plots until the specified color is obtained.

Use the test plot approved by the Engineer as the standard of comparison in determining acceptability of staining.  When ordered by the Engineer the test plot must be removed and disposed under Section 7-1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications".

Application
Prior to applying stain the areas to be treated shall be identified and approved by the Engineer.

9
Remove oils, dirt or other contaminants, and dry surfaces prior to staining.

10.  Edit to suit.

After areas to be stained have been identified, prepared and test plots approved stain exposed surfaces, according to the manufacturer's instructions to achieve a color consistent with, or as close as possible to, the approved test area color.

11
Control overspray and protect adjacent surfaces.

12
Stained surfaces must be kept dry for a minimum of 20 days following the application of stain.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
13.  Use with Para 14 when there is an item for stain rock and delete Paras 15.

Stain rock will be measured by the square foot calculated on the basis of actual slope measurements of the area covered.
14.  Use with Para 13 when there is an item for stain rock and delete Paras 15.

The contract price paid per square foot for stain rock shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in stain rock, complete in place, including test plots, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.

15 Use when rock staining is to be included in the price paid for what is being colored; delete Paras13 & 14.

Full compensation for rock staining shall be considered as included in the contract prices paid for the various items of work involved and no separate payment will be made therefor.
