Removed weeds must be disposed of in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.  At locations where proposed liner planting areas are 12 feet or more from the edges of biofiltration strips or swales, shoulders, dikes, curbs, sidewalks, fences, and walls, weeds must be controlled by mowing.  The mowing limit must be 6 feet beyond the outer limits of the proposed liner planting areas.  Weeds must be mowed when weed and liner plant height exceeds 12 inches.  Weeds must be mowed to a height of 4 inches to 6 inches.
