ABANDON DRY WELL

General

Summary

1

This work includes clearing and grubbing area around well, removing material and obstructions from dry well, removing top of dry well, sealing injection pipe, placing concrete plug, backfilling hole to ground level.

Materials

2

Sealing material must be one of these:

1.
Neat cement composed of 110 pounds cement per 6 to 8 gallons clean water

2.
Cement grout composed of not more than 2 parts sand to one part cement with 6 to 8 gallons clean water per 110 pounds cement

3.
Concrete produced from commercial quality aggregates and cement, and containing not less than 505 pounds cement per cubic yard

3

Cementious plug must be minor concrete.  Minor concrete must comply with Section 90-10 "Minor Concrete," of the Standard Specifications. 

4

Backfill material must be clay, silt, sand, gravel, crushed stone, native soils, or mixtures thereof.  Do not use material containing organic matter or hazardous materials.

Construction

Site Preparation

5

Before starting earthwork activities, complete clearing and grubbing work in the area surrounding the well to be abandoned.

6

If the Engineer orders preliminary work, such as removing obstructions or materials that interfere with sealing injection pipe or interfere with removing casing or lining below the grading plane, the preliminary work will be paid for as extra work under Section 4-1.03D, "Extra Work," of the Standard Specifications.
7

Remove material including stand pipes, screens, concrete plug, and sediment from upper settling chamber.  Dispose of materials under Section 7-1.13 "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.

8

At no additional expense to the Department, remove any obstructions and material due to your activities that interfere with the work.

9

Remove top of dry well to a depth of 6 feet or 2 feet below upper settling chamber, whichever is greater.

Sealing Injection Pipe

10

Seal with neat cement, cement grout, or concrete.

11

Place sealing material in a way to prevent jamming or bridging of material.

12

Place concrete in one continuous operation by a method that prevents free fall, dilution, or separation of aggregates and cement.

13

After placing sealing material, verify that the volume of material placed in the well is at least equal to the volume of the empty hole.

Plugging Injection Pipe

16

Place and center cementitious plug over injection pipe.  Cementious plug must have a minimum thickness of 2 feet with the top set at a minimum of 4 feet below ground surface.  Cementious plug must have a minimum diameter 1 foot greater than the injection pipe.

Backfilling

17

Backfill and mechanically compact remainder of dry well to ground level with specified backfill materials.  Compaction must meet 95 percent minimum relative compaction requirements.

Measurement and Payment

18

Abandon dry well will be measured and paid for by the unit from actual count of wells abandoned.

19

The contract unit price paid for abandon dry well includes full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in abandoning dry well, complete in place, including clearing and grubbing, removing top of dry well, sealing, plugging, and backfilling as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
