The Engineer will designate the ground location of all erosion control (dry seed) areas in increments of 0.25 acre or smaller by directing the placing of stakes or other suitable markers.  Furnish all tools, labor, materials, and transportation required to adequately indicate the various erosion control (dry seed) locations.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Erosion control (dry seed) will be measured by square foot or by the acre, whichever is designated in the Engineer's Estimate.  The area will be calculated on the basis of actual or computed slope measurements.

The contract price paid per square foot or acre for erosion control (dry seed) includes full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in erosion control (dry seed) complete in place, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
