7.  Delete if rock slope protection fabric is not shown on the plans.

Install geosynthetic fabric for small-rock slope protection under Section 72-2.025, "Rock Slope Protection Fabric," of the Standard Specifications.

Section 72-2.03, "Placing," of the Standard Specifications does not apply to small-rock slope protection.

You may place small rock by dumping.  After dumping, you may spread small rock with a bulldozer or other suitable equipment.  During spreading activity, do not crack, shove or displace small rock.

Small-rock slope protection is measured and paid for by the cubic yard in the same manner specified for rock slope protection in Section 72-2, "Rock Slope Protection," of the Standard Specifications.
