PLEASE READ!


The 07-19-13 publication of the 2010 Contract Standards is not a complete set of the 2010 Contract Standards. It is only those files that were revised on that date and it is no different from the other quarterly publications, except the files are not placed in their regular directories.
The previous approved versions of these same files remain in their directories, unaltered, so you can still process projects using the previous approved files. Between July 19, 2013 and August 16, 2013, you have the option of using the 07-19-13 version or the previous approved version of these files to process your project.
If you use the 07-19-13 version, you MUST use all of the files of that version that are applicable to your project. If you do not, you will have discrepancies between the plans, specifications, and estimate and the RSS will not be accurate for your project. Here are some examples of dos and don'ts regarding the 07-19-13 publication:
1.	If you have landscape and guardrail on your project, you cannot just update your project for the landscape portion with the 07-19-13 files and not update the guardrail portion. If you do this, the RSS document will not be correct for your project, because these are not stand-alone updates.
2.	You cannot just include the 07-19-13 RSPs in your project plans and not include the appropriate 07-19-13 specifications that go with it, because this will cause a discrepancy between the plans and the specifications.
3.	If you are using the 07-19-13 plans and specifications, you must use the 07-19-13 version of the 2010 bid item list, because new bid items were created and some bid items were deleted to match the revised plans and specifications.
4.	You must use the 07-19-13 standard plans list with your 07-19-13 files because it reflects the revisions made to the standard plans.

As mentioned above, the 07-19-13 publication is not a complete set of the 2010 Contract Standards. Therefore, you will still need to go to the regular directories to get the rest of the plans, special notices, specifications, and bid items that apply to your project. For instance, if your project requires clearing and grubbing work, you will have to go to the 2010 Specifications and Special Notices directory to obtain the clearing and grubbing specifications because clearing and grubbing was not udpated on 07-19-13.
On August 16, 2013, the files from the 07-19-13 publication of the 2010 Contract Standards will replace the previous approved version of those files in their appropriate directories.
