Section 90-1.02I(2). Use for concrete for projects in freeze-thaw areas.

1. Use if the concrete structure involved is a bridge, a box culvert, concrete pavement, or critical with regard to safety of traffic. Insert a description of the structure. Modify the requirements when justified in a District Materials Report and when approved by METS and Structure Design.
Add to section 90-1.02I(2)(a):
For concrete at __________, the mortar strength of the fine aggregate relative to the mortar strength of Ottawa sand must be a minimum of 100 percent under California Test 515.

2. Use for concrete in barrier rails, deck slabs and slab spans of bridges, roof sections of exposed top box culverts, concrete pavement surfaces, and sidewalks and other minor structures adjacent to the traveled way in an area that deicing chemicals will be applied. Insert the locations; use a table if necessary.
