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Section 15-5.07A(1). Use for cored holes that are (1) over 10 feet long and (2) within 6 inches of any reinforcement.

Add to section 15-5.07A(1):
Wherever cored holes are over 10 feet long, comply with the following requirements:
1.	Submit a work plan for coring operations. Include methods and equipment to be used.
2.	Deviation in the alignment of cored holes from that shown must be not more than 1/2 inch per 10 feet of cored hole. The maximum deviation is 3 inches.
3.	Label cores immediately after coring with the core locations. Submit cores after labeling.
Use if reinforcement should not be cut during coring operations. Plans must designate the bars that must not be cut.
4.	Stop coring operations if reinforcement is cut. Submit a plan for repairing the cut reinforcement and to prevent cutting additional reinforcement.
