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Section 47-3.02B(3). Use for reinforced concrete crib walls in freeze-thaw areas and in corrosive or marine environments.
Use with Standard Plans C7A through C7G.

Add to section 47-3.02B(3):
1. Use in freeze-thaw areas.
When crib members are fabricated of concrete with a penetration of more than 1 inch, the concrete must contain at least 675 pounds of cementitious material per cubic yard of concrete and must be air entrained under section 90-1.02E. The air content after mixing and before placing must be 6.0 ± 1.5 percent.

Replace the 2nd paragraph of section 47-3.02B(3) with:
2. Use if crib members are placed in a corrosive or marine environment. List the locations if necessary.
Cure crib members at_________________________ under the specifications for piles in a corrosive environment in section 49-2.04B(2).
