Epoxy mortar for use with dowel splices must consist of a mixture of epoxy binder and aggregate. The epoxy mortar must comply with section 95-1.02C. The mix proportions of epoxy mortar must be 1 part binder to 1 part aggregate by volume. Aggregate must consist of a combination of 1 part material passing the No. 30 sieve and 3 parts material passing the No. 20 sieve.
