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Use in San Diego County.

5‑1.__  SOUND CONTROL REQUIREMENTS

Sound control shall conform to the provisions in Section 7‑1.01I, "Sound Control Requirements," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

2.  Use when night shift or Sunday work is advisable.

The noise level from the Contractor's operations, between the hours of 7:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m., shall not exceed 86 dBa at a distance of 15 m.  This requirement shall not relieve the Contractor from responsibility for complying with local ordinances regulating noise level outside the limits of the State right of way.

Use Paras 3, 4 & 5 when night shift or Sunday work is not advisable.

Construction equipment shall not be operated, nor shall the engines of this equipment be allowed to run, between the hours of 7:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m., or on Sundays, except that within the limits of the project and subject to control of the Engineer, equipment may be operated during the restricted hours to:

A.
Service traffic control facilities 

B.
Service construction equipment 

3C.  Use when hours of work are specified.

C.
Perform that work which the contract specifies be done during restricted hours

3D.  Use on projects with Portland cement concrete pavement.

D.
Saw transverse weakened plane joints in concrete pavement.
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Minor deviations from this Section concerning hours of work which do not significantly change the cost of the work may be permitted upon the written request of the Contractor, if in the opinion of the Engineer, the work will be expedited and sound levels resulting from this work will not cause adverse public reaction.
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The requirements in this Section shall not relieve the Contractor from responsibility for complying with local ordinances regulating noise level outside the limits of the State right of way.
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The noise level requirement specified herein shall apply to the equipment on the job or related to the job, including but not limited to trucks, transit mixers or transient equipment that may or may not be owned by the Contractor.  The use of loud sound signals shall be avoided in favor of light warnings except those required by safety laws for the protection of personnel.
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Full compensation for conforming to the requirements of this section shall be considered as included in the prices paid for the various contract items of work involved and no additional compensation will be allowed therefor.
