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Use for access openings to be made through deck.

Include requirements of SSP 15-860 if soffit openings are allowed as an option.

ACCESS OPENING, DECK

Access openings in bridge decks shall consist of removing portions of existing bridge decks at the locations and to the dimensions shown on the plans.

2.  Plans must show saw cut depths.

Saw cuts to the depths shown on the plans shall be made around the perimeter of deck areas to be removed.

3

Prior to removal of concrete, saw cuts shall be made.  The Contractor shall have all workers, materials and equipment on the site necessary to complete the removal of concrete or shall temporarily close the access opening.

4

Bar reinforcing steel shall be removed as shown on the plans.

5.  Edit the second sentence for openings adjacent to bent caps or abutments.

Within a cell where work is to be performed, existing formwork and miscellaneous concrete that will interfere with the work shall be removed.  In addition, when the work is to be done in a cell that adjoins a hinge, all existing forms and sharp projections in the cell between the hinge and 1.5 m past the access opening shall be removed.

6

All materials removed shall become the property of the Contractor and shall be disposed of outside the highway right of way in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13 of the Standard Specifications.

7

Unless specified as an option, using soffit access openings in lieu of deck access openings will not be allowed.

8

Access openings through decks will be measured and paid for by the unit as access opening, deck.  Openings to be paid for will be determined from actual count of the completed units in place.

9

The contract unit price paid for access opening, deck shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in making the deck opening, complete in place, including removing forms and miscellaneous concrete, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
