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Use on highway construction projects when native topsoil is required and is to be paid for as roadway excavation.  Insert in Section 10-1.  DO NOT USE in Section 10-2.  

 Use SSP 20-160 “Imported Topsoil” on highway planting projects.

10‑1.__  TOPSOIL

Topsoil shall be obtained from sources within the project as shown on the plans and in conformance with the provisions in Section 19‑2.07, "Selected Material," and Section 20‑2.01, "Topsoil," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.  Topsoil work shall consist of excavating, windrowing or stockpiling, removing from windrows or stockpiles, spreading, and compacting topsoil as shown on the plans or as designated by the Engineer.

2.  Use when there is no item for Clearing and Grubbing.  Delete Para 3.

Trash and objectionable material shall be removed from sites prior to topsoil excavation.  Removed trash and objectionable material shall be disposed of in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.

3.  Use when there is an item for Clearing and Grubbing.  Delete Para 2. 

Attention is directed to "Clearing and Grubbing" of these special provisions regarding the clearing of vegetation.  Excavating topsoil shall not be performed in an area until clearing and grubbing has been completed in that area.

4*.  Indicate depth of excavated topsoil and maximum size of acceptable debris.

Topsoil shall be obtained by excavating the top ___ mm of material from proposed excavation and embankment areas and other areas shown on the plans or designated by the Engineer.  Topsoil shall be stockpiled adjacent to the top of proposed excavation slopes and adjacent to the toe of proposed embankment slopes.  When topsoil cannot be stockpiled adjacent to the slope lines as specified herein, excavated topsoil may be stockpiled at other locations when approved in writing by the Engineer.  Rocks and plant material in excess of ___ mm in greatest dimension shall be removed from the excavated topsoil.

5*.  Indicate depth to spread topsoil.

Upon completion of the grading operations for the excavation and embankment slopes and other areas to receive topsoil, the topsoil shall be spread to a uniform depth of not less than ___ mm and compacted or stabilized in a manner that retains the material in place on the slopes.  The topsoil shall not be compacted or stabilized to the degree that the topsoil is not maintained as a viable growing medium.

6.  Delete if there are no erosion control materials to be applied on the project.

Attention is directed to "Erosion Control" of these special provisions regarding the application of erosion control materials. Topsoil shall be placed on the designated areas before erosion control materials are applied.
