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USE WITH 1999 STANDARDS.

Use with amended Section 39, "Hot Mix Asphalt."  Edit in plain language.

Use when the quantity of HMA is small (500 tonnes or less) and not placed on the traveled way except for patching, signal work, etc.

Plans must identify HMA covered by this SSP as minor HMA.

Other SSPs may refer to this SSP for materials requirements.  Deleting Construction and Measurement and Payment clauses is allowed if the other SSPs cover them and it is the only minor HMA on the job.  Para 4 may also be deleted if tack coat is not required by the other SSP.

Use item code number:

390136
Minor Hot Mix Asphalt

unless all the minor HMA is paid for under another item code or multiple item codes.

Do not create an item for Tack Coat for this work.

For Highway Planting projects that use SSP 39-930, do not use item code 390136.

GENERAL

Summary

This work includes producing hot mix asphalt (HMA) at a central mixing plant and placing it as specified.

MATERIALS
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For minor HMA:

1.
Do not submit a job mix formula.

2.
Choose the 9.5-mm or 12.5-mm HMA Type A or Type B aggregate gradation under Section 39-1.02E, "Aggregate," of the Standard Specifications.

3.
Minimum asphalt binder content must be 6.8 percent for 9.5-mm aggregate gradation and 6.0 percent for 12.5-mm aggregate gradation.

4.
Choose asphalt binder Grade PG 64-10, PG 64-16, or PG 70-10 under Section 92, "Asphalts," of the Standard Specifications.
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If you request and the Engineer authorizes, you may reduce the minimum asphalt binder content.
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Tack coat must comply with Section 39, "Hot Mix Asphalt," of the Standard Specifications.

CONSTRUCTION

5.  Use when a self-propelled spreader is NOT required.  Delete Paras 6 through 8.

Spread and compact minor HMA by methods that produce an HMA surfacing:

1.
Textured uniformly

2.
Compacted firmly

3.
Without depressions, humps, and irregularities

6.  Use Paras 6 through 8 when a self-propelled spreader is required.  Delete Para 5.

Using a self-propelled spreader, spread minor HMA ready for compacting without further shaping.
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Compact minor HMA with a vibratory roller providing a minimum of 31 kilonewtons centrifugal force.  With the vibrator on, compact at least 3 complete coverages over each layer, overlapping to prevent displacement.  The speed of the vibratory roller in km per hour must not exceed the vibrations per minute divided by 1600.  If the HMA layer thickness is less than 25 mm, turn the vibrator off.  Complete the first coverage before the mixture's temperature drops below 120 °C.
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Minor HMA finished surface must be:

1.
Textured uniformly

2.
Compacted firmly

3.
Without depressions, humps, and irregularities

4.
Compliant with the 3.66 m straightedge specifications in Section 39-1.12, "Smoothness," of the Standard Specifications

9.  Editing the unit to square meters is allowed.  Check the BEES item for consistency.  Using minor HMA as part of other work (e.g., temporary tapers in SSP 15-670) may require deleting or editing this paragraph.  For Highway Planting projects that use SSP 39-930, delete this paragragh.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

The contract item price paid per tonne for minor hot mix asphalt includes full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in minor hot mix asphalt complete in place including tack coat, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
