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Use for piles in fenders, dolphins, etc.

Verify that the use of timber treatment is in accordance with Fish and Game requirements.  Check project permits prior to final editing; some treatments may not be allowed.

1*.  Describe fender or dolphin pile location when project includes timber foundation piles as covered in SSP 49-250.

2.  Revise to eliminate fourth thru eighth Paras of Section 49‑2.03 of the Standard Specifications only for fender or dolphin piles if project also includes timber foundation piles.

The provisions in the fourth through the eighth paragraphs of Section 49‑2.03, "Requirements," of the Standard Specifications shall not apply.

3*.  Delete for untreated piles.  Use 'UC5B (dual treatment)' for piles in seawater in San Francisco Bay and southward, 'UC5A' for piles in seawater north of San Francisco Bay, and 'UC4C' for all other treated piles.  Use 'Commodity Spec E' for UC4C piling, and use 'Commodity Spec G' for UC5A and UC5B piling.

Timber piles shall be treated in conformance with AWPA. Use Category System:     UC5B (dual treatment),     UC5A,     UC4C,   Commodity Specification       E     G.
