See Memo and Guidelines issued by HQ Division of Construction.

Use in projects of $5 million or more AND with daily road user delay cost (RUC) of $5,000 or more. 

Exceptions to the Guidelines may only be approved by the HQ Division of Construction.

If project has approval for A+B with Incentive/Disincentive and/or internal completion of a designated portion of the work, see Office of Construction Contract Standards.

This packet of spec's. contains revisions to be made to the Boilerplate after Bid Book Unit has completed the final "Merge".  Additions are shown in blue and underlined.  For projects with NO Goals, alternative Section 4 SSP's (e.g. Delayed Start), Seismic Retrofit, or using 1992 Standards, see Office of Construction Contract Standards.

Use SSP 08-018 "Time Related Overhead" for projects over $5 million.

DO NOT EDIT unless prior written approval has been obtained from the HQ Division of Construction.

A+B BIDDING Special Notice

Select the pertinent Special Notice and delete the other.

Use in projects with plant establishment.

The bidder’s attention is directed to Section 2, “Proposal Requirements and Conditions,” Section 3, “Award and Execution of Contract,” and Section 4, “Beginning of Work, Time of Completion and Liquidated Damages,” in the special provisions.  In addition to the item prices and totals, the proposal shall set forth the number of working days bid to complete the work on the contract, except plant establishment. Bids will be compared on the basis of the sum of the item totals on the Engineer’s Estimate for the work to be done (TOTAL BID (A)), plus the product of the number of working days bid to complete the work, except plant establishment, and the cost per day shown on the Engineer’s Estimate (TOTAL BID (B)).  The lowest bid will be determined on the basis of the “Total Basis for Comparison of Bids (A+B)” set forth in the Engineer’s Estimate.

Bids in which the number of working days bid for completion of the work, except plant establishment, exceed the maximum number of days specified will be considered non-responsive and will be rejected. 

Use in projects without plant establishment.

The lowest bid will be determined on the basis of the “Total Basis for Comparison of Bids (A+B)” set forth in the Engineer’s Estimate.

Bids in which the number of working days bid for completion of the work exceed the maximum number of days specified will be considered non-responsive and will be rejected.

The proposal shall set forth the unit prices, item totals, TOTAL BID (A), the number of working days bid for completion of the work, the product of the working days bid and the cost per day shown on the Engineer’s Estimate (TOTAL BID (B)), and the “Total Basis for Comparison of Bids (A+B),” in clearly legible figures, in the respective spaces provided, and shall be signed by the bidder, who shall fill out the blanks in the proposal form as therein required.

The Bidder's Bond form mentioned in the last paragraph in Section 2‑1.07, "Proposal Guaranty," of the Standard Specifications will be found following the signature page of the Proposal.

Any bidder who is certified as a Small Business by the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources will be allowed a preference in the award of this contract, if it be awarded, under the following conditions:

The apparent low bidder is not certified as a Small Business, or has not filled out and signed the Request for Small Business Preference included with the bid documents and attached a copy of their Office of Small Business Certification and Resources (OSBCR) small business certification letter to the form; and

B.
The bidder filled out and signed the Request for Small Business Preference form included with the bid documents and attached a copy of their Office of Small Business Certification and Resources (OSBCR) small business certification letter to the form.

The small business preference will be a reduction in the bid submitted by the small business contractor, for bid comparison purposes, by an amount equal to 5 percent of the amount bid by the apparent low bidder, the amount not to exceed $50,000.  If this reduction results in the small business contractor becoming the low bidder, then the contract will be awarded to the small business contractor on the basis of the actual bid of the small business contractor notwithstanding the reduced bid price used for bid comparison purposes.

Attention is also directed to "California Company Preference" of these special provisions.

The amount of the California company reciprocal preference shall be equal to the amount of the preference applied by the state of the nonresident contractor with the lowest responsive bid, except where the "California company" is eligible for a California Small Business Preference, in which case the preference applied shall be the greater of the two, but not both.

If the bidder submitting the lowest responsive bid is not a "California company" and with the benefit of the reciprocal preference, a "California company's" responsive bid is equal to or less than the original lowest responsive bid, the "California company" will be awarded the contract at its submitted bid price except as provided below.

Small business bidders shall have precedence over nonsmall business bidders in that the application of the "California company" preference for which nonsmall business bidders may be eligible shall not result in the denial of the award to a small business bidder.

Use in projects with plant establishment

Bids are to be submitted for the entire work.  The amount of the bid for comparison purposes will be the total of the following:  the sum of the item totals; and, the product of the number of working days bid to complete the work, except plant establishment, and the cost per day shown on the proposal form.  This amount shall be set forth as the "Total Basis for Comparison of Bids: (A) + (B)."

Use in projects without plant establishment

Bids are to be submitted for the entire work.  The amount of the bid for comparison purposes will be the total of the following:  the sum of the item totals; and, the product of the number of working days bid to complete the work and the cost per day shown on the proposal form.  This amount shall be set forth as the "Total Basis for Comparison of Bids: (A) + (B)."

The bidder shall set forth for each unit basis item of work a unit price and a total for the item, and for each lump sum item a total for the item, all in clearly legible figures in the respective spaces provided for that purpose.  In the case of unit basis items, the amount set forth under the "Item Total" column shall be the product of the unit price bid and the estimated quantity for the item.

In case of discrepancy between the unit price and the total set forth for a unit basis item, the unit price shall prevail, except as provided in A. or B., as follows:

A.
If the amount set forth as a unit price is unreadable or otherwise unclear, or is omitted, or is the same as the amount as the entry in the item total column, then the amount set forth in the item total column for the item shall prevail and shall be divided by the estimated quantity for the item and the price thus obtained shall be the unit price;

B.
(Decimal Errors)  If the product of the entered unit price and the estimated quantity is exactly off by a factor of ten, one hundred, etc., or one-tenth, or one-hundredth, etc. from the entered total, the discrepancy will be resolved by using the entered unit price or item total, whichever most closely approximates percentagewise the unit price or item total in the Department's Final Estimate of cost.

Use in projects with plant establishment

The bidder shall also set forth the number of working days bid to complete the work, except plant establishment, and the product of the number of working days and the cost per day shown on the proposal form, in clearly legible figures in the respective spaces provided for that purpose.  In the case of a discrepancy between the number of working days and the product, the number of working days shall prevail, except that if the number of working days is unreadable or otherwise unclear, or is omitted, or is the same amount as the entry for the product, then the amount set forth as the product shall prevail and shall be divided by the cost per day shown and the number thus obtained shall be the number of working days.

Use in projects without plant establishment

The bidder shall also set forth the number of working days bid to complete the work and the product of the number of working days and the cost per day shown on the proposal form, in clearly legible figures in the respective spaces provided for that purpose.  In the case of a discrepancy between the number of working days and the product, the number of working days shall prevail, except that if the number of working days is unreadable or otherwise unclear, or is omitted, or is the same amount as the entry for the product, then the amount set forth as the product shall prevail and shall be divided by the cost per day shown and the number thus obtained shall be the number of working days.

If both the unit price and the item total are unreadable or otherwise unclear, or are omitted, the bid may be deemed irregular.  Likewise if the item total for a lump sum item is unreadable or otherwise unclear, or is omitted, the bid may be deemed irregular unless the project being bid has only a single item and a clear, readable total bid is provided.

Symbols such as commas and dollar signs will be ignored and have no mathematical significance in establishing any unit price or item total or lump sums.  Written unit prices, item totals and lump sums will be interpreted according to the number of digits and, if applicable, decimal placement.  Cents symbols also have no significance in establishing any unit price or item total since all figures are assumed to be expressed in dollars and/or decimal fractions of a dollar.  Bids on lump sum items shall be item totals only; if any unit price for a lump sum item is included in a bid and it differs from the item total, the items total shall prevail.

The foregoing provisions for the resolution of specific irregularities cannot be so comprehensive as to cover every omission, inconsistency, error or other irregularity which may occur in a bid.  Any situation not specifically provided for will be determined in the discretion of the Department, and that discretion will be exercised in the manner deemed by the Department to best protect the public interest in the prompt and economical completion of the work.  The decision of the Department respecting the amount of a bid, or the existence or treatment of an irregularity in a bid, shall be final.
