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Use when there are sound walls on the project.  

Plans MUST show elevation lines.

1.  Use on projects where none of the sound walls are supported on barriers, and proprietary alternative sound wall systems ARE NOT allowed.  Delete paras 2 and 4 thru 6.  Edit for type of access.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Sound walls of the types designated in the Engineer's Estimate will be measured by the square meter of the area of wall projected on a vertical plane between the elevation lines shown on the plans and length of wall (including the exposed posts, back up wall for access openings, and access gates).

2.  Use on projects where none of the sound walls are supported on barriers, and proprietary alternative sound wall systems ARE allowed.  Delete paras 1 and 4 thru 6.  KEEP TITLE from para 1.  Edit for type of access.

Regardless of the type of sound wall actually constructed, sound walls will be measured by the square meter of the area of wall projected on a vertical plane between the elevation lines shown on the plans and length of wall (including the exposed posts, back up wall for access openings, and access gates).

3.  Use on projects where none of the sound walls are supported on barriers.  Delete access gates, ladders, corrugated steel pipe landings when not in project.

The contract price paid per square meter for sound wall of the types designated in the Engineer's Estimate shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in constructing the sound wall, complete in place, including all anchorages, access gates, ladders, corrugated steel pipe landings, excavation, backfill, and reinforcement, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.  Sound wall supports will be measured and paid for as separate items of work.

4.   Use on projects that have sound walls supported on barrier and/or retaining walls, and proprietary alternative sound wall systems ARE NOT allowed.  Edit "sound walls and" if only sound walls (barrier) pay item.  Delete paras 1 thru 3 and 5, but KEEP TITLE from para 1.  Edit for type of access.

Sound walls and sound walls (barrier) of the types designated in the Engineer's Estimate will be measured by the square meter of wall projected on a vertical plane between the elevation lines shown on the plans or for walls supported on barriers from the top of the barrier to the upper elevation line and length of wall (including the exposed posts, back up wall for access openings, and access gates).

5. Use on projects that have sound walls supported on barrier and/or retaining walls, and proprietary alternative sound wall systems ARE allowed.  Delete paras 1 thru 4, but KEEP TITLE from para 1.  Edit for type of access.

Regardless of the type of sound wall actually constructed, sound walls and sound walls (barrier) will be measured by the square meter of wall projected on a vertical plane between the elevation lines shown on the plans or for walls supported on barriers from the top of the barrier to the upper elevation line shown on the plans, and length of wall (including the exposed posts, back up wall for access openings, and access gates).

6.  Use on projects that have sound walls supported on barrier and/or retaining walls.  Edit barriers, barrier supports, and retaining walls to suit project (2 places).  Delete access gates, ladders, corrugated steel pipe landings when not in project.  Edit for type of access.

The contract prices paid per square meter for sound wall and sound wall (barrier) shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in constructing the sound wall, complete in place, including anchorages, access gates, ladders, corrugated steel pipe landings, excavation, backfill, and reinforcement, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.  Retaining walls, concrete barrier, and barrier supports supporting sound walls (barrier) will be measured and paid for as separate items of work.

7.  Use only when there are sound walls mounted on the top of retaining walls without a barrier between them.

Sound walls supported on retaining walls without a concrete barrier between them will be measured and paid for by the square meter as sound wall (barrier) except the bottom limit for payment for the sound walls shall be the top of the retaining wall.
