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USE WITH AMENDED SECTION 39, "HOT MIX ASPHALT."

Use when soil under HP hot mix asphalt paving, rock blanket or decomposed granite is to be sterilized.

Add just ahead of "HP Hot Mix Asphalt " in Section 10‑1.

1*.  Edit for areas to be treated.

10‑1.__  SOIL TREATMENT

Soil shall be treated in those areas to be surfaced with HP hot mix asphalt, rock blanket, and decomposed granite in conformance with these special provisions.
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Pesticides used for soil treatment shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑4.026, "Pesticides," of the Standard Specification, except recommendations from a Pest Control Adviser will not be required.

3*.  Delete when SSP 39-250 is used or edit for areas to be treated.

Soil under areas to be surfaced shall be graded to a neat and smooth surface.  Where surfacing is to be placed adjacent to curbs, the subgrade shall be graded so that after the surfacing is placed, the top of the surfacing will be flush with the top of the curb.

4*.  Edit when disposal of removed material is within the project limits.  Delete when SSP 39-250 is used.

Immediately prior to treatment, the soil shall be scarified to a minimum depth of 75 mm and rocks, large lumps of earth, weeds, and other debris shall be removed and disposed of.  Removed material shall be disposed of in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.  The loosened material shall then be brought to as finely divided condition as the material will permit.
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After scarification, the soil shall be sterilized with one of the following pesticides applied at the maximum label rate unless otherwise directed by the Engineer:

A.
Trifluralin emulsifiable concentrate.

B.
Dichlobenil.
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Pesticides shall be mixed in conformance with the manufacturer's recommendations and shall be applied by a device approved by the Engineer.  Pesticides shall not be applied more than 8 hours prior to placing hot mix asphalt surfacing.  Pesticides shall not be applied more than 300 mm beyond the areas to be surfaced.
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Treated areas shall be thoroughly compacted by use of power rollers.  When power rollers cannot be operated in certain areas due to the shape or size of the areas, compaction shall be obtained by hand rollers, impactors or other methods approved by the Engineer.

8*.  Edit for type of surfacing when required.

Full compensation for treating soil shall be considered as included in the contract price paid for HP hot mix asphalt, rock blanket, and decomposed granite surfacing involved and no additional compensation will be allowed therefor.
