Holdings from any liability, property damage and personal injury arising
out of any work done under this right of entry agreement and will be
included as additional insured on the Caltrans liability insurance policies
covering liability associated with this project.

If agreement for the purchase of the required property cannot be reached,
you will commence eminent domain proceedings including a deposit of funds
to support an Order for Possession to have my compensation determined.

23, 2014, which will be computed on the final compensation for

the property described herein. The rate of interest will be the rate of
earnings of the Surplus Money Investment Fund and computation will be in
