The revisions declared in this
addendum are an essential part of the contract.

This addendum is being issued to revise the Project Plans, and the Notice to Bidders and Special Provisions.
Project Plan Sheet 2 is revised as follows:
The Structural Section Note 2 is revised to read "SEAL COAT."
In the Special Provisions, Section 5-1.09, "BIOLOGICAL MONITOR," the last paragraph is deleted.

In the Special Provisions, Section 5-1.10, "ENDANGERED SPECIES AND WILDLIFE PROTECTION," subsection
"SUMMARY " the following paragraph is added after the first paragraph:

"The Department will provide a qualified or authorized biologist for all environmental monitoring required for
this project."”

In the Special Provisions, Section 5-1.10, "ENDANGERED SPECIES AND WILDLIFE PROTECTION," subsection
"ENDANGERED SPECIES PROTECTION LITTER CONTROL," a sub-subsection titled "Time Extension” is added as
follows:

"Time Extension

If suspension of a work activity is ordered by the Engineer due to an encounter with an endangered species and
if, in the opinion of the Engineer, the controlling operation is delayed or interfered with by reason of the suspension,
the delay will be considered a right of way delay as specified in Section 8-1.09, "Right of Way Delays," of the
Standard Specifications."
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In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.01, "ORDER OF WORK," the following paragraph is added after the first
paragraph:

"Application of slurry seal shall be a minimum of 10 calendar days after the application of the seal coat."
In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.075, "MAINTAINING TRAFFIC," is added as attached.

In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.075,"MAINTAINING TRAFFIC," Lane Closure Chart No. 1 is revised as
attached.

To Bid book holders:
